Chapter 92 Registration for the Guild War 

Zhang Shan used the Panda baby to hook a team of army ants. There were more than 20 of them. 

These demonized army ants didn’t seem to be able to act alone. they were all in groups. 

He tried his best to find the team with the least number, which was still more than 20. 

The demonized army ant’s attack power was 2400, and with the Panda baby’s 100000 HP and thick 

defense, it was much stronger than the ants.

A 

total of 200 people will be selected to participate in the war. 

That’s right. The number of participants in the Guild War was between one to two hundred people. The 

wind and cloud Guild had already recruited a thousand people.

All participating members will be assigned according to the Guild war’s combat power ranking system. 

In other words, as long as they won, each participant would more or less get some gold coins.
